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Today, God is inviting you to See Differently – 
to see your neighbourhood differently and to 
see yourself differently in your neighbourhood. 
Most importantly, He is inviting you to see how 
you can be a part of what He is doing in your 
neighbourhood!

God’s Word always helps us to see differently, 
from God’s perspective. So, we begin our 
prayerwalk with this prayer:

“We pray that the eyes of our hearts will 
be opened so that we can know the hope 

of our calling as His holy people.”

E P H E S I A N S  1 : 1 8
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Seeing with the eyes of our hearts means that 
we see with hope – the hope we have because of 
Jesus. When we see what is good, we celebrate. 
When we see what needs to change, we pray.

Knowing hope is really important – especially now, 
when people have been separated during the 
pandemic. Now is the perfect time to see and pray 
the hope of Jesus into our neighbourhoods.

Our calling as His holy people means that He has 
chosen YOU to live in this neighbourhood to share 
His love and His good news with your neighbours.
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Before you step outside, take some time to 
ask yourself: “What does God hope for my 
neighbourhood?” Use the space below to express 
your thoughts and prayers.

These themes of hope will guide our prayerwalk. 
With each hope you will find a Bible verse and a 
short prayer to help you pray that hope for your 
neighbourhood.
